










EFFECTIVENESS EVALUATION 
OF EGYPT NATIONAL POPULATION STRATEGIC PLAN; 2007 

STUDY ABSTRACT 

The study seeks to evaluate the effectiveness of the 2002 - 2017 plan as of 
(he year 2007; the first 5-year period, under each of Ihe 1 1 Strategies involved in 
the plan. 

The findings showed that the quantitative targets set under family 
planning strategy have been attained, except for the CYPs and unmet needs. 

Quantitative targets under the reproductive health strategy are, 
successfully accomplished. Also, most of the child health and survival strategy's 
target are successfully attained except for one indicator related to child 
malnutrition. 

Targets relevant to education and illiteracy showed limited success. Only 
56% of the target related to illiteracy eradication was attained. 

The percentage of success in attaining the targets relevant to improving 
the status of women ranged from 25 to 100 percent. The lowest was shown in 
illiteracy eradication among women and their enrolment ratio in preparatory 
education. 

The success in attaining the targets relevant to youth and adults' strategy 
was limited. Some indicators took an opposite direction; i.e. failure in atlaining 
any advancement, 

Family support and protection strategy showed sonic success, despite 
some indicators showed, also, opposite direction. The same is valid with respect 
to the quantitative targets relevant to environment protection strategy and 
population redistribution. 

Targets related to the strategy of elimination geographic and gender 
differentials reflect nominal success as compared to other targets. 

Based on the degree of success and failure observed during 2002 - 2007, 
it is expected the targets set for the next 5 - year plan (2007 - 2012) are a little 
bit optimistic. This means that more efforts have lo be done from all partners. 
And process evaluation should be conducted yearly during that period in order to 
correct the plan implementation on time. 
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
