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Abstract

This study aims at developing the election system through the use
of tools and mechanisms for E-government. The thesis shows this
through presenting the most important international standards for
fairness and efficiency of the electoral process. Also it shows the most
important fields that the E-government can contribute in to meet with
those standards. Hence, the thesis identified both the most important
requirements and the necessary means to build a system of electronic
elections. It also spotted the most anticipated challenges, and the
requirements to cope with those challenges.

The study has used some of the international experiences of
successful countries, such as India, America, and Brazil, and Estonia,
to draw lessons learned in the development of the system of elections
in these countries. This was done through focusing on the adaptation
of technology to serve the electoral system in line with international
standards. In the thesis, it was taken into consideration the
environmental and cultural conditions of these countries.

In order to apply the lessons learned on the Egyptian ground, the
study began by analyzing the reality of the Egyptian elections system,
its organizational procedures and its most important cons. The thesis
then mentioned the main features of the Egyptian e-Government
program and its contributions to the system before and after the
elections in 2011, especially in terms of building a database of voters,
which has contributed to this process in a qualitative leap in the
impartiality of the electoral rolls. It is to be noted here that the voters’
database is a foundation stone for the construction of an efficient and
fair elections system.

Thus, for the activation of the role of E-government in the
development of the electoral system and the application of
international standards, the researcher has done an applied study for
designing a system that aims at e-checking the identity of the voter
through using his (National Number) ID card, and the completion of
the registration process in the subcommittees electronically, using the
e-reader “Barcode Reader”. This ensures the speed, accuracy and
transparency of the registration data. It also ensures the immediate
detecting for any forgery attempt. In addition, it contributes to a
classified database which works according to age, sex, geographic
location, and provide for those who did not apply for the electoral
process. Consequently, it contributes effectively to the study and



development of the community and the political reality, on objective
and scientific basis.

This study had reached some recommendations, the most
important of which is to invite the Egyptian government to develop a
full strategy to build a system for electronic elections. Both the
government together with the decision makers should also initiate to
call for an integrated legislation that lays the foundations for legal and
procedural election system. This will help to establish a new
democratic phase which will put Egypt among the ranks of developed
countries. This can be only achieved by the partnership and
cooperation of all the Egyptian institutions specialized in the
technological field. Also, it can be achieved through the investment of
both human and material resources that Egypt is rich with. These
resources may exceed what is available in the countries were quick
to adopt the same technology in the elections.
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
