Abstract

This study deals with the ways and the meaning of promoting small industries in
Egypt, as these industries play an important role in the expansion and diversity of
production and contribute to the achievement of the basic objectives of economic
development.

The study includes four chapters :The first chapter deals with the definition of small
industries and their characteristics, types and problems . The second chapter deals
with the role of small industries in the Egyptian national economy, The third
Chapter presents the experiences of some countries in promoting small industrial
enterprises and how to benefit from them . The forth Chapter present , Ways and
mechanisms to promote the small industries in Egypt ; the most important of them
is the establishment of a unified entity (institutional framework) for its
development, setting a the development, setting a strategy to promote the small
industries sector and putting in a place legislation to promote these industries,
training and upgrading skills and efficiency of workers in small industries,
adjustment of marketing chances in front of small industries and necessity a having
an investment map for small industrial enterprises .

The study reached a number of results of which the most important is the
Absence of incentives for the informal sector to enter the formal sector, the
absence of coordination between the ministries and local administrations, which
led to : the failure of procedures related to small industrial enterprises , the
negligence of the marketing problems despite the importance of facing them, the
need for more legislations and regulations , the absence of a legislation obliging
medium and large companies to take a percentage of their needs from a small-scale
products and the necessity to have link and integrity between small, medium and
large industries.

The study tackled a number of recommendations, the most important was to adopt
a clear strategy for the development of small industrial enterprises s and their
consistency with the general framework of the economic policy of the state; putting



a national plan for the development of small industrial enterprises s in a way that
can achieve their integration and the interconnection between these enterprises
and major enterprises both at the regional level and at the national level . Small
industrial enterprises should not be considered in isolation from the overall
strategy of economic development, or in isolation from industrial strategy and
trying to link these enterprises to the needs of industrial development from a
macro perspective, encouraging Informal small-scale industrial enterprises to
enter the formal sector and agreeing on a unified definition of small industrial
enterprises between different parties .
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
