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Abstract
Software industry is one of the present and future industries on the basis of

which the strategic visions and plans are established. Modern technologies and
software market develops at enormous speed. Importance of software industry
appears in finding more sources of national income beside the returns of
petroleum, tourism and other sources. Whereas software industry primarily
depends on trained staff in this field, Egypt can be one of the leading countries
in software industries if it is possible to prepare those staff in terms of learning
and training in high standard institutions with outstanding experiences in this
field to create broad base of software industry in Egypt.

This study focused on review of some successful Asian experiences and the
Arab efforts in software industry, to instill the lessons to be learned from those
experiences and efforts of development of this critical and vital industry for
economy and sustainable development.

The results of the study indicated that Egypt has the available possibilities,
particularly the human resources, scientific experiences and competences
required, and the good infrastructure that would qualify Egypt to make

significant progress in the software industry. The study indicated that in spite of

the efforts of the government of Egypt, the software industries companies

couldn’t up to now exploit many opportunities that were available for
contribution to increase the yield of exports of this industry. The challenges and
obstacles that encounter the software industry negatively affect the yield of the
exports of Egypt from this industry. The study indicated that electronic
hacking, freedom of creativity and innovation and intellectual property rights
are the key challenges that encounter the software industry in Egypt.

The study concluded by set of recommendations primarily those related to the
strategic vision of software industry and development of local demand as well
as opening new horizons for export, particularly the Arab and African markets.
Set of proposals were defined for promotion of software industry.
