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Abstract 

    The problem of the study is that human capital is the most valuable asset 

in the knowledge-based economy. The ranking of the Arab countries, 

including Egypt, is ranked last in the Knowledge Economy Index series, 

which raises many questions about the future of this new economy in Egypt. 

How to develop human capital and what is its role in the knowledge 

economy. 

    Consistent with the problem of the study, the study aimed at determining 

how to enrich, develop, consolidate and build human capital, especially 

those who have competence in education and training, and its role in 

achieving knowledge-based economy through programs and plans directed 

by the state to benefit from the experiences of some countries in this field. 

        One of the most important lessons learned from the experiences of 

countries in education, training, research and development is to improve the 

quality of exports and to increase the knowledge component such as 

pharmaceutical, nanotechnology, materials science and biotechnology.
